February- so keep your jurisdictions apprised! 
 
The course work is broken down in the 
following sections:  
 Introduction to Conflict; 
 Courtesy and Respect; 
 Human Behavior; 
 Human Diversity and Culture; 
 Dealing with the Elderly; 
 Empathy and Understanding Handicapped 

Persons; 
 Recognizing Persons Under the Influence; 
 Officer Survival Considerations; 
 Animal Encounter Issues; 
 Hazardous Materials and Situations; 

Physical Training– Presence, Stance, Body       
Movement, Dialogue, Blocking and Striking, 
Weapon Defense, Takedowns, Ground 
Fighting, and Escape techniques. 
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All of the material is written by code 
enforcement staff, and directed to all code 
enforcement staff.  This is the first F.A.C.E. 
course to be taught totally by code 
enforcement personnel.  What does this mean 
for you?  An entire course that is directly 
related to your job function at every level; and 
an opportunity for you to get involved with the 
training!  Because of the potential demand for 
this course, we need more of you to become 
trainers and for you already training, more of 
you to help deliver this course.  This month is 
the next “Train the Trainer” course - it will be 
held in Orlando Dec 12th & 13th.  If you want to 
develop training skills, become designated to 
train F.A.C.E. courses and expand upon your 
professional skills, join the course!  For those 
who have martial arts training, please call me 
so I can explain the requirements for the 
physical application training section of the 
course. 
 
On a different note, because of the holiday 
season, I must take a moment to reflect on all 
of the challenges we have endured in the field 
of code enforcement throughout the year 
beyond budgets, politics (there are no politics 
in this business), and the daily changes.
