RECERTIFICATION NEWS: 
The Board of Directors reviewed the current 
recertification process and policy at its May 
meeting and made some changes.  Before I get 
into a synopsis of the changes, I must say to 
everyone that our Education,  Certification  and 
Recertification  Programs are the backbone of 
our organization.  If we want to eventually be 
recognized, accredited, or licensed, a major part 
of that will be because of our Education , 
Certification  and Recertification  processes.  It 
is extremely important that we maintain the 
credibility and integrity of those processes.  
Everyone must realize and understand that 
recertification  is the member’s responsibility 
and that the burden of that responsibility is no 
different with our organization than it is with 
virtually any other organization that requires 
recertification.  Accepting your responsibility in 
maintaining your certification is the first step in 
never having to worry about being decertified.   
 
Currently, in order to maintain your 
certification(s), you are required to take 16 hours 
of approved Continuing Education Hours every 
two years and pay a fee of $15/members, 
$20/non-members.  If you do not meet the 
deadline for recertification, you have an 
additional six months to take the required 
Continuing Education Hours and upon payment 
of a late fee you will be recertified.  You are 
decertified if you do not acquire the hours and/or 
do not pay the fee. 
 
So here are the basic changes the Board made 
to the recertification process: 
 

·  Initial decertification will be limited to only 
losing your most recently obtained 
certification.  So if you had all three 
Levels you would initially only lose one of 
those levels, not all three, upon 
decertification. 
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·  If you are certified in all three levels and 
have the CEP designation and you fail 
to recertify, you would lose your most 
recently obtained certification and you 
will no longer be recognized as having 
the CEP designation.  If you regain your 
certification in the level lost and have 
met all recertification requirements then 
your CEP designation would be 
reinstated without having to write 
another Legal Issue Paper. 

 
·  If you are decertified in one level you 

may retake the exam for that level within 
one year of decertification, providing 
that you have obtained the required 16 
Continuing Education Hours and paid 
the recertification and late fees.  If you 
do not retake the exam for the level that 
you lost within one year of being 
decertified, you will have to take the 
entire course over again and pass the 
exam to receive that certification back. 

 
·  If you fail to recertify six months after 

being decertified in one level, then at 
that point you would be decertified in all 
remaining levels that you may have. 

 
·  The late fee for recertification was 

increased to $50 over and above the 
actual recertification fee. 

 
·  If your Continuing Education Hours are 

on file with the IOG you will not have to 
submit an “Affidavit of Completion of 
Continuing Education Requirements” 
but you will still have to pay the 
recertification fee. 

 
·  If your Continuing Education Hours are 

not on file with the IOG, or if you do not 
have the full 16 hours on file, you will 
have to submit an “Affidavit of 
Completion of Continuing Education 
Requirements”, specifically for those 
hours not on file, as well as paying the 
recertification fee. 

 
The Board thinks these changes are an 
extremely fair and equitable adjustment to our 
recertification process.  We reduced the penalty 
of initial decertification to losing only one level 
instead of all levels you may have held; we 

eliminated the requirement to submit an affidavit 
if all of your hours are on file; and we allowed 
you to get your certification back by just taking 
the test instead of the whole course if you meet 
all requirements within a year of initial 
decertification.  The Board feels that this is as 
lenient as our organization can possibly be on 
this matter and still maintain the integrity and 
credibility of our Education,  Certification  and 
Recertification  Programs.   
 
So again – it all starts with you.  You only need 
16 Continuing Education Hours every two years. 
Don’t put yourself in the position of facing 
decertification and don’t blame anyone else if 
you don’t fulfill the requirements. 
 
FIELD TRAINING and OFFICER SAFETY 
Course: 
We are at a fairly critical stage of development 
of the “Field Training and Officer Safety” course.  
The course material has been completed and 
now we are moving on to the actual logistics of 
providing the Pilot and then inaugural course 
offerings.  The Certification Committee proposed 
a number of recommendations to the Board for 
their approval at the May meeting.  A new target 
date for the “Pilot Course” is being considered 
for sometime after the upcoming Conference.   
The “Pilot Course” will be limited in attendance 
and will be used to critique the course and make 
revisions before debuting it to the general 
membership.  The “Inaugural Course” date has 
not been set and is somewhat dependent on 
how the “Pilot Course” goes.  The Certification 
Committee will give a brief presentation at the 
upcoming Conference on where we are with the 
course.

Read the INTERFACE and stay on top of your 
recertification that you have worked so hard to 
get and maintain.

Has this year gone by already?  As I write this 
last article for the year I would like to reflect on 
what we have done, but first let us look at the 
official results of the By-Laws Amendment. 
 
The March 2007 By-Laws Amendment has 
PASSED by a majority of ballots cast.  56 
qualified ballots were returned and there were 
50 yes votes which enabled the amendment to 
pass by majority.  The By-Laws will be updated 
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and become effective 30 days from the date of 
this INTERFACE publication.  Copies of the 
new By-Laws will be available at the June 
conference in Jacksonville and we will also 
update the website at that time with the current 
version.  Thanks to all who returned your 
ballots on time.  
 
The Legislative and Judicial Review committee 
has been hard at work this year and continues 
to work on a number of issues.  At the request 
of the F.A.C.E. Board they reviewed the by-
laws for any needed changes and reviewed 
options relating to vacancies, delegate issues, 
and requirements for eligibility for office.  This 
resulted in one minor change as represented by 
the March 2007 amendment vote. 
 
We continue to work on the Special Risk 
Retirement issue.  We are working on a police 
report data base to add validity to our cause.  I 
would like to thank AACE for allowing us to 
share their online Code Enforcement Survey.  
This will help us as we build an actuarial report 
to support future legislation at the state level.  If 
you were unaware of the survey, it is still 
available at www.aace1.com, so please take a 
moment to complete the survey.  I know that 
many wanted to see a push again this year for 
another bill, but the timing was not right and it 
gave us time to regroup and work on some 
backup data.  This will allow us to be better 
prepared at the next legislative session to move 
forward.  I’ve heard about several incidents 
around the state and nation and urge you all to 
be safe and aware of your surroundings at all 
times. 
 
The committee will meet one more time in May 
as we prepare for the conference.  Don’t forget 
to get your delegate forms turned in to the IOG.  
The forms were in the March INTERFACE 
issue. 
 
I would like to thank my committee for the work 
they performed this year.  I would also like to 
thank Hernando County, City of Tampa, City 
of Jacksonville, City of Altamonte Springs, 
Seminole County Sheriff’s Office , and 
Charlotte County  for supporting and allowing 
the committee members to be active.  Our 
Board and Committees rely on support from the 
jurisdictions around the state.  I would also like 
to thank Charles Barner,  who watches over 

the legislative issues in Tallahassee and has 
taught me a great deal this year about the 
legislative process.

Thankfully, the doctor’s anticipate that 
with rest and physical therapy, Jeff can expect a full 
recovery. The Rockland County grand jury returned 
an indictment charging his assailant with felony 
counts of second-degree attempted murder, first-
degree assault and a misdemeanor count of fourth-
degree criminal possession of a weapon. He is 
being held on $250,000 bail in the county jail.
