Understanding Credit

Credit is money you borrow and plan to repay. Any time a bank, family member, or business lends ypu
money and you agree to pay it back at a later date, you are using credit. In most cases, there is a charge fof
borrowing the money. The charge is in the form of either fees or interest. Credit can be used to pay for a cdllege
education, start a business, buy a car, build a house, buy a house, and make daily purchases. It allows youfto mak
a purchase without having to pay the entire price at once.

There are both advantages and disadvantages to using credit.
Disadvantages include the following:

* Credit costs money. There is usually a charge for spreading payments over a period of time.

* Credit can tempt you to spend more money than you can afford to repay. You are more likely to
purchase items that you do not need.

* When you make a purchase using credit, you commit to using your future income to repay the loan. It
means that you will have less money in the future to spend on other things.

* Lenders will report all missed credit payments to the credit bureaus. This will affect your ability td get
additional credit in the future.

* If you mismanage credit and are unable to repay the lender, they may repossess, or take back, the item
you purchase.

* Lenders, employers, and landlords often request a copy of your credit report. If you mismanage your
credit, it can affect your ability to get additional credit, get a job, rent an apartment, or buy a housg in
the future.

Advantages include the following;

* Credit allows you to purchase large items that you might not have enough cash to pay for such ag a car,
house, or college education. Sometimes household items will go on sale or be needed at a time vhen
you do not have cash available. Credit can be used to make these purchases, so you can use the item
while you take some time to pay for it.

* Creditis a good tool in an emergency situation. Faced with an expensive medical situation, credit
enables you to spread the cost over a period of time.

* Creditis convenient. Using a credit card is a way to pay for things without having to carry large
amounts of cash. Also, your monthly credit card statement provides you with a record of your
purchases.

Spending money today means that it will take longer to accomplish your savings goals. Try to strike a baJance
between meeting your real needs and saving money. To do this, learn to recognize the difference between your
needs and your wants.

Before you make a purchase, ask yourself if the item is a need or a want. Needs are items that are esseftial
based on your lifestyle and values. Housing and education might qualify as needs. Wants are items that yol desire
but that are not necessary, such as a snack or expensive clothes. Because credit generally costs money, it |s best t

use it for need-type purchases and to satisfy your wants with cash that you save over time.

Atchison still putting the pieces
together after officer fatally shot

ATCHISON, KS (KCTV) -Police conbrmed that
one of their own was shot Friday afternoon.

Mandy Cawby, the Pnance director for Atchison

David Enzbrenner City, said the sergeant was fatally shot and the

gunman then immediately used the weapon to Kill
himself.

During a press conference"held late Friday night Atchison County Sheriff John
Calhoon"identibPed the man police"believe is responsible for'killing Sgt. David Enzbrenner as
Skyler Barbee, 25, of Atchison. Calhoon said Barbee was recently released from jail after serving
time for assaulting a law enforcement ofpbcer. Police said Barbee came up behind the police
sergeant and shot him."

—

Enzbrenner joined the Atchison Police Department in 1987. He was assisting code enforcemer
ofpcers who were looking into a call that involved scrap metals on private property near the
intersection of 12th Street and Division Street when he was shot.”" The owner of the property
had no connection to Barbee, according to the Atchison County Sheriff."

Barbee's family lived across the street from the home where Enzbrenner and the code ofbcers
had gone. His body remained in the street Friday night and his mother's wails punctuated the
nighttime air.

"When are you going to let me pick my baby up?" the woman screamed.
Enzbrenner is survived by his wife and three daughters.”" He was 46 years old.
The shooting occurred about 4 p.m.

The outpouring of support for Enzbrenner was present Saturday afternoon when members of
the Atchison Police Department and their spouses escorted the sergeant's body from a private
morgue in Kansas City, KS to an Atchison funeral home.
